o Students will critically reflect upon academic and career goals through advising conversations, personal
exploration, and participation in extracurricular experiences

e Take responsibility for making academic and career
decisions based on available information and advice

e Develop a working knowledge of policies, procedures,
deadlines, and campus resources

e Create an academic plan directed toward completing
your degree

e Review and become familiar with your major/minor
requirements each semester and track your progress
towards graduation

e Utilize UA resources that will help you succeed
academically and prepare for life after graduation
